SUMMARY

Too fast off the edge for the game's most athletic tackles, English certainly has proven that he is a

pass-rush threat, with 31.5 career sacks at Northern Illinois. Concerns remain about his ability to 

hold up at the line of scrimmage against the run.

If he can demonstrate the straight-line speed and flexibility for coverage necessary to move to the

rush linebacker position, English could follow the likes of DeMarcus Ware, Anthony Spencer and

Lamarr Woodley as former athletic, albeit undersized, Senior Bowl standouts whose ability to 

pressure the QB resulted in first day draft selections.
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
