	When scrambling out of the pocket, his mechanics break down at times as he rushes throws at times, which can lead to inaccurate throws.  While he showed massive improvements on the mental side of the game he is still very raw and continuing to learn how to apply his vast skill set.

	SUMMARY

	One of the things that convinced me to give Kevin Smith a first round grade last year is his ridiculous production with limited talent around him, and defenses game-planning entirely around him.  While Freeman wasn’t close to breaking any all time college records outside of his school’s, his 34 total TD’s and overall production was very impressive when you consider the lack of talent at offensive skill positions at KSU and a defense that gave up 42 points and 533 ypg in Big 12 games.  Besides having ideal size, a huge arm, and great athleticism, he has shown continued improvement in his mechanics, and more reps and NFL coaching will translate to better consistency and accuracy.  He will need to learn how to slow it down when on the run, and at barely 21 is very young mentally within the game, but clearly has all the physical tools, and demonstrated by his improvements in all facets this season, also has the desire to be a top NFL QB.
