He has top level speed for a runningback which allows him to gain the edge in a flash, and when he is aggressive at the LOS, get to the 2nd and 3rd level in a hurry where he is a threat to take it the distance.  Has a lot of tread left on his tires after coming out for the NFL as a red-shirt sophomore, in addition to splitting time at Pitt.
	Seems to lack instincts and vision at the LOS, stopping to look for open lanes when the original play is clogged.
