	Brandon has great size and strength.  He blocks with excellent leverage at the POA, showing the ability to sink his hips and drive his man out.  Demonstrates great feet against speed rushers, showing he can shuffle out and knock his man off line with a strong initial punch.  Uses feet and leverage to consistently seal the edge on runs to his side.  Shows good bulk and hands, has not problems going up for the ball in traffic.  Quick enough to get open in the seam over the top of zone coverage.  Very smooth runner.
	Does not have elite speed to separate downfield from man coverage.  Tends to hesitate going into his break on his routes, and does not have the burst to accelerate away from defender.  Drops some passes from a lack of focus, as he likes to peek up field to plan his next move.  The summer before his senior year he was arrested and eventually pled guilty to misdemeanor assault and battery of a police officer.

	SUMMARY

	Without question Brandon will be one of the most debated over players in the 2009 draft.  He has the ability to be a good receiving threat, although he does not have the elite speed and explosiveness of other smaller TE’s coming out this year, and really needs to develop his route running.  In terms of blocking he is one of the best for his position coming out of college in at least the last decade.  Despite his great strength, toughness, and smarts, he has major off the field red flags that need to be addressed.  He must convince teams that his legal problems are a thing of the past if he is to be a first round pick.  The other major debate to me is how teams will utilize his abilities.  I think he is going to tease teams with spotty consistency in terms of being a receiver, and would be extremely tempted to bulk him up and convert him to left tackle, as he clearly has the great feet to kick out to the edge, and strength to hold up at the POA.
