Has the feet to shuffle out to the edge against speed rushers.  Blocks to the whistle and is not afraid to mix it up with bigger, stronger defensive linemen.  Consistently finds open area underneath zone coverage, and over  linebackers in the seams.  Good frame capable of adding additional bulk.
	Is a straight-line athlete with neither the speed to stretch the field or the hips to make defenders miss in space.  Runs one speed, and takes extra steps on breaks.  He is often the last man out of his stance at the snap.  Can’t create separation against man coverage, and must use his hands better in order to compensate for his lack of burst.  Struggles catching at times, seems to misjudge the ball in the air.  Does not block with consistent leverage.

	SUMMARY

	Bear is a very competitive player, but lacks the athleticism to ever be a real threat as a receiver.  He does not have natural hands, and lacks the speed and ability to change directions needed to get into open space.  He is, however, a very effective in-line blocker.  He uses his hands aggressively to get out on the defensive end, and generally does a nice job of turning and redirecting his man.  He clearly is a hard worker, and the kind of guy all teams want to make their team, even though he won’t be able to make a significant contribution in the stat column.  Most will consider him at best a #2 or #3 TE used primarily for blocking, but because of his good feet and almost complete lack of effectiveness as a receiver, I would want to take a chance on him late and convert him to tackle.  He would clearly be a long term project but has the body and the mental toughness to make the change.
