	Jason is an outstanding athlete, and has really taken the transition from TE to tackle well.  He has excellent feet and quickness which help him get off the ball and to the edge, and downfield to run block.  His motor is on every play, as he plays with an aggressive punch while both run and pass blocking.  He works very well with his other linemen, and really does well with the mental side of the game – diagnoses and attacks the blitz with ease, and has no problem redirecting to pick up stunts.
	While his measurables are ok for the position, Jason looks thin on film, as you would expect for someone who started college as a 225 lb TE.  Although his technique often saves him, he does not get a consistent push at the POA, especially if does not initiate contact with a strong initial punch.  While he moves extremely well in space, he must focus on                       consistently staying over his feet so that he can adjust to moving targets.

	SUMMARY

	Although his outstanding athleticism is abundantly clear on tape, it’s the competitiveness and mental parts of Jason Smith’s game that really make you fall in love with him as a player.  He plays with a very aggressive attitude, as he uses his hands to initiate contact, which allows him to neutralize stronger defenders and speedy ends and backers alike.  He clearly is a student of the game, as he consistently diagnoses and carries out his assignments extremely well for having only played OT for three years.  He will be extremely impressive in post season work outs in terms of both timed speed and footwork and technique.  His only glaring weaknesses are his size and strength, but he is able to play at a stronger level because of his generally sound leverage and technique - The label of “technician” will probably be used for him, but this unfairly dismisses his aggressiveness.  He has not gotten the publicity of guys like Michael Oher and Eugene Monroe, but he is a much more complete and reliable player than either of the two, and he no doubt at least matches them in talent as well.  Smith is clearly a top 10 talent, and will compete for not only the top tackle taken in the draft, but the #1 player overall.
