	SUMMARY

	After stepping into the starting lineup at Oklahoma immediately upon arrival at Oklahoma his junior season, Phil has received a ton of national media hype.  However, it was clear both on film and in particular at Senior Bowl practices that much of the hype is undeserved.  While he is a massive, powerful man he is a poor athlete, and is not consistently aggressive at the POA.  He is extremely slow getting off the ball, and plays upright as well, especially in pass pro.  He is sluggish in space and can’t change directions effectively.  His poor footwork causes him to struggle against any pass rusher with a hint of speed or quickness, and while he protected his quarterback’s blindside as a left tackle in college, he is clearly a right tackle only in the NFL.  Phil also struggles with the mental aspects of the game, which could be attributed to playing only two years of Division I college football, but he has some maturity issues to consider as well after a DUI arrest last summer.  While his size and strength may intrigue teams to take him much higher than I have him rated, I believe that he will struggle with his lack of athleticism and consistency at the next level, and project him as a backup right tackle.
