Utilizes his quick feet to move laterally in pass protection, and shadows and strikes with his hands.  Has good size and was an extremely durable lineman in college.
	Does not play with consistent leverage and knee bend and can be bull rushed back into the quarterback.  Once in space tends to stop his feet, bend at the waist and reach for blocks, often ending up on the ground and struggling to lock out.  Lacks the speed to get around and in position on his man when pulling.  Does not consistently read different blitzes well.  

	SUMMARY

	Eric is an above average athlete for a center, but does not consistently play up to his potential.  Once in an NFL camp he will really need to focus on playing with a more consistent punch, and bending at the knees and staying over his feet to take advantage of his natural strength.  He will also need time learning how to read defenses and consistently call out protections, as in college he struggled at times to diagnose blitz schemes pre-snap.  While he isn’t going to be extremely effective on pulls and in open space, he does show the combination of quick feet and strength teams want in a starting center.  His skills and effort warrant an early day two pick for him, and he should be able to step in as a starter fairly quickly at any of the three interior line positions.
