	SUMMARY

	Fili was at times a forgotten player up until his senior year, as the highlight touted Sedrick Ellis drew a lot of attention both from opposing offenses in the media.  When you sit down to evaluate him on film, however, it is clear that he is a solid player in his own right, and in many ways a more polished product.  He is a very good athlete that has the acceleration off the snap to penetrate the backfield, and speed to pursue like few DT’s can.  While he isn’t naturally strong, his toughness, high motor, and good hands allow him to fight off blocks consistently, as long as he plays with proper leverage.  While I don’t think he has quite the ceiling as some of the other DT’s in this year’s draft, I think Fili will prove to be a consistent starter and contributor to his NFL team, and will in many ways out-perform others in his class.
