	SUMMARY

	Evander is one of the more disappointing prospects in this draft, as he does not consistently play up to the level he is capable of.  He has a rare combination of speed, power, and athleticism, and is capable of playing UT and situationally at NT in a 4-3 scheme.  He uses his hands well setting up rips, swims, and spins, and has the potential to be very disruptive in the backfield.  However, he can’t seem to maintain his intensity for four quarters, and takes off too many plays.  He needs to improve his endurance and focus on playing with consistent leverage if he is to be productive in the NFL.  I feel that he could be drafted a bit higher than I have him projected if he works out well in the off season, but he has too many of the classic red flags often seen with big interior linemen to warrant taking him day one.
