Does not use hands to free himself up when rushing the passer, consistently gets blown up at the LOS.  Must bulk up to also help prevent injury.  

	SUMMARY

	While some teams may be quick to write Darry off because of his poor size and in the box abilities, other teams will be intrigued by his speed and abilities in pass coverage.  While he is definitely not a thumper, and needs to add bulk to help him hold up at the POA, he is a very smart and instinctive player who always ends up around the action.  He reads plays well and carries out his assignment well in all types of coverage, showing the ability to make plays on the ball in zone and stay on his man’s hip throughout in man coverage.  Darry has a long injury history that brings his long term durability into question, but his ability to make plays all over the field should help him develop into a starting MLB in a 4-3 that does a good job of freeing him up and allowing him to take advantage of his speed and intelligence.
