While he is not a fluid athlete, he has the speed to compensate and recover.  He played both free and strong safety at Rutgers but it is hard to define which he is better suited for in the NFL because he has glaring weaknesses at both positions.  I believe his biggest strength is his abilities in the box, and thus see him at strong safety at the next level.  While he has the skills to be a starter, he will need to improve his game from the mental side in order for him to reach his potential.
