Duane is not aggressive enough in pass pro, and does not have as strong or consistent an initial punch, which allows defenders to make the first move on him, get into his body, and force him to have to adjust with his feet.  However, when run-blocking downfield, he at times shows an absolute mean-streak, engulfing smaller defenders and throwing them to the ground.  VaTech had a freshman running quarterback starting this past year, and he spent a lot of time scrambling around in the backfield – Duane was consistently able to sustain his blocks much longer in these situations than his fellow linemen.

	Duane is an outstanding athlete for a left tackle, not surprising considering his freshman year he was a TE.  Has the quick feet and agility to re-direct in pass pro, and get downfield and punish linebackers.  Can play with a powerful punch, but must consistently utilize this and move feet for in-line blocking and pass pro situations.  Has ability to bend knees, sink hips and play with proper leverage.

	He changed positions twice in college, and his inexperience shows at times with his inconsistent footwork.  He has a tendency to stop his feet and reach instead of shuffling and driving like his is capable of.  Most show aggression in all facets of his game, not just downfield blocking.

	SUMMARY

	Duane was a player that at times was extremely impressive, but at other times a bit frustrating because you know he has the physical ability to produce better results.  He is easily one of the top two or three athletes at the position this year, but is not consistently aggressive enough to take advantage of his excellent feet, long arms, and powerful punch.  Overall I think his draft status will rise because of his superior athleticism, but I still see him as not being drafted higher than round 2 or 3, a victim of this year’s depth at the position.  After a season or two as a backup I believe he will develop into a solid starter, surpassing the production of a lot of those that are drafted before him this year, as his consistency will improve because of work against top talent week in and week out.  Duane also contributed heavily on special teams at Virginia Tech, and he will be an instant contributor there his rookie season.
