	Very quick feet which make him very elusive and allow him to show a solid burst in and out of cuts.  Definitely an upright runner but lowers his shoulder and delivers a blow, often blowing back the tackler and almost always falling forward.  He has excellent vision and cutback ability, with the patience to locate and accelerate through the hole.  His speed is better than you would expect for a big back, as his burst allows him to gain the corner with ease.  Catches the ball with his hands, and shows the ability to adjust his body to catch off target throws.


	While he proved ridiculously durable in college, I worry that with his upright running style and his over 450 carries his senior year (an NCAA record), I worry that he has already used up a ton of tred on his tires (NFL backs who carry over 400 times in a season generally seem to regress afterward).  Some may question his break away speed, but he certainly proved himself with a 4.43 at the combine, and I believe he is such a fluid athlete that this makes his speed deceptive.  Most work on route running, as in college he generally sauntered into zones instead of running patterns.

	SUMMARY

	I love the way Smith plays so aggressively, as it allows him to make first contact and actually become more productive as the game goes on, and he continues to soften up the defense.  However, he is not a standard power back, as his athleticism allows him to change directions easily, and uses his intelligence and vision to locate and explode through open lanes.  While a shoulder injury ended his sophomore season prematurely, he came back for his junior season and posted an amazing 450 carries (NCAA record)!  Despite this production, I think teams need to be concerned about the amount of tread already used up on his tires (which made his decision to go pro all the more intelligent), as backs in the NFL who break the magic 400 carry mark have generally regressed afterwards.  He is clearly an every down back, showing he can block aggressively and effectively when using proper technique (must not take on guys standing up), and be a threat in the passing game as well.  Some teams may be worried about his homerun ability, but I feel strongly that as mentioned previously his athleticism masks his true football speed, and that he is more than capable of breaking off long runs.  Because of the
incredible depth at RB this year, he will probably be available in the 2nd round, even though I have given him a top of the first round grade.  He will be 
a tremendous value pick this year and a definite feature back if he can maintain the health he had this past season.
