	While his athleticism gives him the versatility to play a variety of positions, his size and bulk will limit his ability in some defensive schemes.  He struggles to take blockers head on and hold the POA, and needs to rely on his quickness to evade instead.  Would clearly benefit from adding 10-15 pounds to help him stay durable with his aggressive style of play and the normal wear and tear of the NFL

	SUMMARY

	When I first sat down to view the tape on Xavier I expected to be a bit disappointed in him because of all the hype he has received, but I was pleasantly surprised with his play.  He is a high energy, high impact player who uses his speed, agility, and intensity to make plays in all facets of his game.  Despite my high evaluation of him he is not going to fit in all systems because of his lack of size, and is really best suited to play WILL in a cover 2 scheme.  While I would not object to him going in the mid to late first round to a defense predicated on the speed of their linebackers, more realistically he will be taken in the second round.
