Goalie

5’9’’ 150 lbs

Jonathan Grebosky

Forward

5’10’’ 165 lbs

Quietly had a very good game. Showed his quick acceleration and speed all game long. Was involved every time he touched the ice. Showed tremendous breakaway speed after stealing the puck at his own blue line and creating distance from the defenders. Defensively responsible, always had stick in passing lanes and played great body positioning.

Luke Stickel

Forward

5’10’’ 160 lbs

Luke is a very feisty and aggressive player. He finishes every check and is very aggressive on the forecheck. He gets involved by disputing plays and creating opportunities for others. Willing to sacrifice his body to make a play happen. Always going to the net hard for a rebound. Thinks defensively first so much that he acts a 3rd defensemen. He battles opponents and clears any loose puck to the corner.

Chad Lehigh

Defensemen

6’1’’ 160 lbs

Offensively minded defensemen. Has good vision and a great breakout pass. Chad quarterbacked the Pittsburgh powerplay and showed a lot of composure on the blue line. Always makes the smart play whether it be a safe pass or an effective shot. He doesn’t force anything. Defensively, he is very efficient with his poke check. Didn’t show to much in playing the body, but he will step up and challenge on the rush.

Chase Lehigh

Defensemen

6’4’’ 190 lbs

The complete opposite of his brother. Chase is a prototypical defensive defensemen. He gets his body in shooting lanes and blocks a majority of the shots when he is on the ice. Plays a very physical game and doesn’t hesitate to throw the big check. Chase anchors the Pittsburgh penalty kill. Forward
