Very smooth to the point that he makes it look effortless.

However Turner does have some weaknesses that I can sort out. His shot mechanics does look a little funky, but goes in a decent amount. Mid range game has come along over the course of the season but really hasn't developed much of a three point shot, and doesn't look to shoot many. Needs to tone down turnovers, but with more seasoning playing point guard, he should solve that problem. Can probably stand to bulk up more and add to his slender frame.

Outlook: Turner is NBA ready and can fill a need for a struggling franchise now. Has top five pick caliber potential. As versatile of a college player as they come, and is the best player in the draft, not named John Wall. A NBA all star in the making.

Favors simply relied on brute strength and super human like athletic ability in high school, but at times find it very difficult on the college level, because most big men are equal to his abilities. The couple games that I observed him, he showed that he does have a nice turnaround jump shot from the right side block, and seems very comfortable shooting out to about 15 feet, but shows that he can expand his range. At the next level, the game will be very physical as he would really need a little more bulk, but does have a mature physique at this stage. Gerald Wallace comes to mind while evaluating Favors, Wallace was a man amongst boy’s type athlete in high school, but it took several years for his game to develop in the NBA, and Favors may need the same approach. 

Outlook: What ever team drafts him need to stay patient because his upside is ridiculous. I can really project a 20 and 10 with a couple blocks type career down the line. He is rumored to be very humble with a tremendous work ethic, and that will cause his career to blossom. A huge wingspan, great lateral quickness and springy leaping ability will allow him to be a force on defense. Great future and possibly multiple all star. Game resembles Tyrus Thomas. I would gamble on Favors high in the lottery, because the reward will pay off.

Strengths: You can't teach size and length, and that is what Whiteside has. Came into his own during freshmen year despite not being heavily recruited. Posted three triple doubles, and several huge games against quality opponents. A shot blocking menace, as he led the nation in blocks with 5.4 average. Amongst Conference USA leaders in rebounds, and was Freshmen and Defensive player of the year. I wasn’t too high on him at first, but the more I observed, he is a very intriguing prospect. During a season matchup against NBA prospect Jerome Jordan of Tulsa, Whiteside simply dominated showing a nice hook shot, and great touch around the rim. Nice pick and pop ability. Despite his slender frame and getting pushed out of the post, he is sometimes force to shoot out to about 15 to 20 feet, and makes a great amount. Very active around the rim with offensive rebounds and put back dunks. Runs the court like a young Marcus Camby and shows decent footwork in the post. Great timing and instincts. Seems to have great confidence in his abilities.

Weaknesses: Whiteside relies simply on his athletic ability, and doesn't have any go to moves at this period of time. Needs to add more bulk, a player such as Dwight Howard would just over power him. Tends to get pushed around by bigger opponents, and needs to develop a stronger core. At this stage, his game is very unseasoned and a couple years away from reaching his potential. Has to be more assertive, and demand the ball.

Outlook: Whiteside has a great deal of upside, and is an athletic freak, and blocks everything he gets his hands on. Needs another year or two in college, but the lures of NBA dollars is just to much to past up, and will probably bolt after one season. With his shot blocking timing and ability to alter shots, defense will carry his career until his offense catches up. Scouts are very high on him because in a couple of years he can be a very scary intimidating force. Bright future.

Solid right and left hand hook shot from the blocks. Very strong physique that can probably hold another 10-15 pounds.

Weaknesses: Patterson is only about 6'8 or 6'9, and might have trouble guarding bigger fours. Strong body seems to hinder his lateral movement, as he looks a little stiff at times. Doesn't really possess that star quality potential that the NBA looks for in a top 20 picks. Defers to less talented players on his team at times, when his coach needs him to be the go to man. Has to work on break down moves going to the hoop.

Outlook: Really benefited by returning to school for another season, and game looks a lot more polished. Patterson will have a productive career in the league as a glue guy. Big guys with his skills are very rare because the league is lacking energizer bunny type role players. Should be a mid to late first rounder, and can be a nice piece for playoff team. Not much upside, but like I say, the league needs glue guys with his type motor, and that is his biggest asset.

Strengths: A pure pathological scoring machine, by any means necessary he is getting the ball in the hoop. Has the ability to draw fouls while penetrating, with several head fakes and getting to the charity stripe at a high rate. I'm not really sure if it's a good or bad thing, but he has a gunner's mentality. A great shooter with great release and follow through, and has what you call, "shoot from the parking lot range". Nice solid frame that can absorb contact at the next level. He does a good job hunting for an open shot, such as coming off screens, fades, and simply being patient, he knows the offense goes through him. Not a freak athlete, but does have a nice set of springs. During the season against K-State, Anderson received the pass on the baseline and threw down a man like dunk, that’s a testament of what he can do. Had a great career torching the Big Twelve.
Weaknesses: Forces bad shots when he is frustrated, and shoots off balance at times. Puts in the effort on defense, but gives up to much separation guarding his man. This goes back to his gunner's mentality, he needs to pick his spots during the course of the game, and get teammates more involve.

Outlook: Superior scorer deluxe is what’s on his menu. Plug him into a NBA line up, and he will produce. If drafted by the right team, Anderson should score enough to be among the top rookies, and possibly a top league scorer in the future, he is just that good.
