Top Performers:  

 1. Dwayne Polee: Long and lanky with extreme leaping ability, Polee ran the floor all game with many breath taking dunks.  Although he didn't win the competition, he took off one step away from the free throw line during the Slam Dunk Contest, and made it on the third attempt, (very impressive).

 2. Juwan Staten: Displayed great showmanship for the crowd with his tight handle, and surprising athletic ability.  During one point in the first half, Staten stole the ball from Team Florida's Sam Mills, and raced down the court for the slam.  He is listed at about 5'10, and being that height is what made the play even more impressive.

 
3. Jeremy Lamb:  Smooth and efficient scorer, resembling former NBA player Kerry Kittles with his body frame and also style of play.  Lamb came out firing on all cylinders with his bag of skills.  He showed a knack for putting the ball in the hole no matter who stood in his way. 

 4. Ian Miller: The Co MVP for Team USA led all scorers with 27 points.  A very crafty play maker, and scorer.  It will be very hard keeping Miller out of the rotation next season at FSU.  He had that "wow" factor the whole entire game with never ending highlights.  I really enjoyed evaluating him.  A future ACC star.

 

5. James Bell:  The Co MVP for Team Florida with 20 points and 11 rebounds.  Bell used his already NBA body, to muscle his way to the hoop with floaters, spin moves, and powerful dunks, that he will certainly carry over to Villanova next season.  I am not so sure he is good enough to be a one and done prospect, but he should have a shot at cracking the League at some point with his ability.  Great future for Bell.

Tim Hardaway Jr. :  Hardaway did his best in the first half of the game keeping Team Florida competitive with his scoring.  He is not the dead eye shooter that his legendary dad was, but his jump shot was simply money, in this event.  He also did a decent job at attacking the hoop.  From the scoring potential that I witnessed, he has an opportunity to replace Manny Harris at Michigan, for the starting shooting guard spot as an incoming freshman.

 
7. Charles Hankerson: This big body point guard displayed superior court vision, and penetrating ability, finding teammate Will Sheehy for several no look passes for buckets.  He show cased his high ball IQ, and leadership qualities directing teammates were to be.  Should be a future Crimson Tide stud.
