	The two biggest question marks regarding Jon are the consistency of his effort and willingness to fit into the “team concept”. His apparent unwillingness to challenge for an underthrown deep pass against Connecticut was glaring. He rounds off his routes and should be a better blocker with more consistent effort and better technique.

	SUMMARY

	On pure football talent, Baldwin deserves to be a first round pick. He has the ability to be a go-to-receiver on the next level with his outstanding size, ball-tracking skills and soft hands. He is not explosive and will have difficulty getting the same separation he did at the college level in the NFL. Jon is not a home-run threat and will make his mark on shorter catches where he can physically punish defenders after the catch. Jon can also have an immediate impact in the red zone due to his size and his awareness with the ball in the air.  He will likely have an adjustment period to press coverage, as he did not appear to face too much of it in the tape I observed. I would have trepidation selecting him in the first round of the draft because of several instances in his career when he has lacked maturity and consistency.
