	SUMMARY

	Although I think Mark can probably play either strong or free safety, with his tackling ability and instincts, he should be better at strong safety where he can roam around the LOS, read the play and attack.  He makes more plays behind the LOS than a typical safety because he does a great job diagnosing the play and goes full speed to the ball.  I think he is a good character guy, who puts in the work and he makes enough plays to assert himself as a leader.  There is nothing special or unique about his size or athletic ability, but all he does is make plays due to his diligent film study and recognition skills combined with his solid technique.  He should be able to come in and start right away for most teams and I have little doubt that he would come in and make plays at the next level as well.
