	At first glance, Crick looked like a top prospect coming in to his senior season with nearly 10 sacks in his sophomore and junior seasons(with and without teammate Ndamukong Suh playing beside him) to go with a 6’6 285# frame.  However his arm length doesn’t match the height and he lacks moves to shed blockers consistently.   Even though he did play inside a lot, he plays too upright play inside in the NFL.  He is a strong run defender with average pass rush ability which would make his best fit to start would be as a five technique DE for a 3-4 team, but he also could be a solid LDE in a four man front to help fill out a rotation.  He is not a dynamic play maker or someone who can create, but he will do his job and make the plays that come to him, which should make for a solid mid-round selection.
