I would say making him gain more than 15lbs to play DE in a 4-3 scheme in the NFL would not benefit him or the team.  He is more than likely a best fit for a 3-4 team.  It will be interesting how he tests at the combine in a 3-4 OLB role since he didn’t have to move in space much at Missouri.
