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	FORMATION COMMENTS

	Charleston lined up in a 4-5-1 with two holding midfielders and an attacking mid. The defence was a flat back 4 and Kelly played as a target man. Garbanzo and Kelly pressed and put pressure on the Harrisburg City defenders.



	KEY POINTS

	General
	Harrisburg City looked to attack in the space between the defense and the midfield. This is where Charleston is most vulnerable because the center midfielders play up the field creating space for Harrisburg City to possess the ball. Harrisburg City saw a lot of the ball but did not possess with a purpose. The Battery possessed with potential and created many chances.


	Defence
	The Battery played a flat back four. The outside defenders were free to run down the lines/overlap and send balls into the box. They did a good job winning the 50/50 balls and maintaining their shape. The outside backs defended well 1v1. The whole back four maintained their marks well on set pieces and communicated well with each other.


	Midfield
	In the center of the pitch the Battery played with two holding mids and an attacking mid. The holding midfielders did a great job distributing, switching field, creating chances, and sending balls up to Kelly. They played well with each other. When they turned the ball over they were slow getting back and Harrisburg City attacked the space in behind them. The attacking mid chased and pestered the defense to force them into mistakes. The outside mids did a god job sending balls into the box and into Kelly. They also tracked back on defense consistently.


	Attack
	Kelly looked to get the ball at his feet to shield and hold up or run onto through balls. The center backs for Harrisburg City were slow and Kelly took advantage of this on through balls. Kelly was aided by great first touches and the center mids continuing their runs forward.
